GPA of 3.02 and a GMAT score of 520 in addition
to 5 years work experience.

� Students must submit all undergraduate
transcripts.

� Student must submit an official GMAT score. Visit
www.mba.comwww.mba.comwww.mba.comwww.mba.comwww.mba.com for more GMAT information.

� Students that have not taken the GMAT test may
begin with a graduate certificate program and
transfer all course work to the MBA.

� International students must have a minimum
score of 213 on the Test of English as a Foreign
Language (TOEFL) and 4 on the Test of Written
English (TWE).
