Master of Arts in Learning Disabillities
For Special Education Classroom Teachers

Eastern Michigan University's advanced professional education programs prepare students for a variety of
educational roles and areas of expertise.

In addition, the
master’s level programs in the Department of Special Education support the development of professionals
with the comprehensive knowledge, skills and attitudes to deliver a continuum of habilitative/rehabilitative
services to persons with special needs, and to their families, within a multicultural society. Students
accepted into the graduate program in learning disabilities may elect a teaching endorsement and a master

of arts degree.

Career Opportunities

All teachers are required to complete course work to
maintain their teaching credentials. Those in the
special-education field should consider adding new
endorsements to increase their employment options.
The master’s degree in learning disabilities is an
excellent choice. At EMU, the learning disabilities
program leads to a master’s degree and advanced
endorsement. Graduates from the Department of
Special Education benefit from the department’s top-
notch reputation. Students completing the learning
disabilities program are employed as teachers in public
and private schools, in community agencies, in
residential institutions, and at hospitals. Their
specialized skills are in demand, and there are
numerous job openings for program graduates.

Accreditation

The EMU College of Education is accredited by the
National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education
and approved by the Michigan Department of
Education for the preparation of educational personnel.
The Department of Special Education is accredited by
the Council for Exceptional Children (CEC), in addition
to NCATE accreditation and approval through the
Michigan Department of Education. The learning
disability endorsement is a K-12 endorsement and is
approved by the Michigan Department of Education.

Two routes to Learning Disabilities
Endorsement and Master’s Degree

The newly revised Master of Arts in Learning Disabilities includes a
specific course sequence for graduate students with a teaching
certificate who are seeking an initial endorsement in special education
as a teacher of Learning Disabilities, as well as a specific course
sequence for students who have earned an initial endorsement in special
education and are seeking additional endorsement and graduate degree
in Learning Disabilities. The revised program was implemented in Winter
2005 at the EMU Brighton site as well as on the EMU campus.

Admission Requirements

Prospective students seeking admission to the Master’s
of Arts in Learning Disabilities program in the
Department of Special Education are required to:

1. possess a valid Michigan teaching certificate;

2. meet Graduate School admission requirements
including graduation from a regionally accredited
college or university;

3. submit two letters of recommendation to include: one
letter verifying professional competence, and one letter
from a faculty member or other person knowledgeable
of candidate’s academic competence;

4. achieve acceptable score on the Graduate Record
Examinations;

5. have a successful personal interview with an assigned
adviser; and

6. (international students must) provide a score of 90 on
the Michigan English Language Assessment Battery
(MELAB) or 570 on the Test of English as a Foreign
Language (TOEFL).
